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PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS & PARTICIPATION
Participants are required to be in good health, able to climb stairs and ascending 
grades without assistance; walk up to 3-plus miles daily at a moderate pace on 
uneven terrain, and able to transport their own luggage.  Adventure Bible Tours 
cannot accept any participants that have physical or mobility limitations, as tour 
itineraries require full mobility.
The tour leader has the right to require non-mobile persons to stay behind when 
deemed necessary while on tour. The tour leader has the right to terminate the 
tour membership of any participant displaying behavior that is detrimental to 
individuals on the tour or interfering with the operations of the tours.
